A member of the board of the
cld Co-op store in early days and alsc & mamber of the school bogrd of
Iron Co. in meps recent years. He was President of the Bank of Xrom County.
This bank was in very good finanicial condition when he resigned as president
on account of I11 Health. He was the first Legislator from Kron Co. aftsr
Utah was admitted té the Union as a State. He was considered a man of very
good judgement. Many people, would come to him for advise, on buying or
selling or whether they should go into certain'kihds of business or not
etc. He had quite z variety of experences during his 1if8 time. Even though
he had very 1ittle schooling he was considered an dducated man.

He was an Indian War veteran. For many years'he was imployed to buy
sheep and cattle for Mr. B. F. Saunders, a well known and reliable buyer ahd
shipper for the surroundirng states at that time. He started in to work for
wages, for this man Saunders, but if wasn't long Before Mr. Saunders told
him he would like my father to go in on pattners with him and go fifty-
fifty with him in his business. Mr. Saunders was ad't at one tims, how he come
to want Mr. Calrk as a partner. I found him to be a very level headed man.

A man of good judgement in whatever he undertook to do. And last but not
least, I could drust him with uncounted money. Father was sent to Alaska

of business for Mr. Saunders. He went as far as the Bering Sea. On his wy
there the vessel on which he sailed caught rire, The passengers were obliged
to take the boats. My father being a temperate man, was given charge of the
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beat, containing liquor. He was insturcted not to let the passengers have
any. He and the captain were the last ones to leave the ship he had never
had any experence of this kind before. They landed oh a small rocky island
and waited until another ship picked them up. This was about around the
year 1903 or 1905, He married my mother, Mary Jane Roberts Nov. 27, 1865.
In the endowment House Oct. 3, 1868. Fcur daughters were born to them.
Mery Eligaveth, Elle Evelyn, Sazrsh Olevia, and Dorothy. About three years

after my mothers death he married Nellie Mclaster. To this union whre

bbotn, three children Edgar, Alice, snd Saunders. He passed away Feb., 28, 1921.
